3:00 PM, from Sunday to Thursday.

BContracting workers and employees
covered by the Health Jobs Regulations
on Section 1 or self-employment, and
administrative workers on self-employment
programs in the above sectors: work
extends for six hours (one shift), starting
from 10:00 AM to 4:00 PM, from Sunday
to Thursday.

Second - Hospitals and specialized
centers:

Without violating the currently-applied
shift system, these facilities shall
operate five days a week, from Sunday
to Thursday, whether operating on Section

1 or self-employment programs as follows:

) Morning shift: from 10:00 AM to
1:00 PM for all workers, except for
consultant doctors from 10:30 AM to
1:00 PM.

) Night shift: from 9:00 PM to 12:00

AM,

Bmternal departments and emergency:
the directorates, health clusters, and
hospitals administrations in the regions
and governorates regulate shifts
systematically to ensure 7/24
operation daily.

B) Shift-operated health centers: due
to the increased workload during the
evening shift, hospital directors shall
regulate shifts of employees and
technical workers to ensure seamless
workflow and comfort for patients.

Third - Health centers:

DAII health centers: from 10:00 AM to

4:00 PM.

nExtended health centers (16 hours):
from 10:00 AM to 4:00 PM, in addition
to a working period from 9:00 PM to
12:00 PM.

(24 hours): work continues as usual,
24 hours, divided on four periods,

each period extending over six hours.
