The Ministry of Health in the Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia is committed to provide the most
recent health statistics and information for all
partners in the health sector, including decision-
makers and healthcare service providers. From
that end, the Ministry issues its annual report
which includes all the figures and data pertain-
ing to healthcare across different health sectors
of the Kingdom. Among the most important
data to be included in this report are the main
indicators that reflect the growth of the health
sector and the development of health services
over the past recent years.

Health Indicators do gain their importance
for two chief reasons:

Firstly:They provide a comprehensive re-
view of the current situation in terms
of health performance.

Secondly: Indicators allow for a close as-
sessment of health strategies and eval-
uation of progress towards achieving
the stated goals, whether on short-or
long-term.

This chapter of the report represent a detailed

view of the most important demographic, eco-

nomic, and health indicators in the Kingdom.

@) HOW DOES KSA COMPARE?
Life expectancy in KSA for year 2015 (74.3
years) exceeds the regional average by 6 years
,and exceeds the global average by 4 years.

Percentage of population under 15 years of
age in KSA for year 2015 (29.12%) is almost
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similar to that of the Eastern Mediterranean Re-
gion (34%), and is higher than the percentage
reported globally (27%).

Crude birth rate (per 1,000 population) in
KSA for year 2015 (21) is lower than both the
regional (31.4) and global (24.3) rates.

Crude death rate (per 1,000 population) in
KSA for year 2015 (3.9) is lower than the re-
gional rate (6.3) and is almost half the global
rate (7.9).

Infant mortality rate (per 1,000 live births)
among Saudis for year 2014 (7.4) is 83% less
than the regional rate (44) and 80% less than
the global rate (37).

) MAIN ACHIEVEMENTS :

Incidence rate of measles markedly de-
creased between years 2006 (3.41 per 100,000
population) and 2015 (0.69 per 100,000 popu-
lation).

Between the years 2006 and 2015, overall
immunization coverage for DPT, OPV, BCG,
MMR and PCV across the Kingdom increased
from 95% to more than 97%.

¢) HUMAN RESOURCES:

In terms of health human resources, there
has been an increase in the rate of personnel per
10,000 population in 2015:

- Physicians (including dentists) : 27.5

- Nurses : (including midwives) 54.7

- Pharmacists : 7.5

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The Ministry of Health, Saudi Arabia, is con-
tinuously upgrading the surveillance system,
prevention and control programs of infectious
diseases aiming at eliminating these diseases.

The continuous efforts during the previous
years have resulted in elimination of many in-
fectious diseases. The incidence of other dis-
eases has been reduced as they are under control
and surveillance of the epidemiological control
units spreaded all over the Kingdom.

e 1.Epidemiological Features:

The statistics of infectious diseases were
processed according to the International Health
Weeks in the year 2015G corresponding to the
period from 10 Rabi-I11436Hto 20 Rabi-1 1437H.

A)Vaccination- related diseases:

The expanded program of immunization
(EPI) is stepping forward. There is a drop in
the incidence of some vaccination target dis-
eases due to the high immunization coverage
(more than 90%) achieved during this decade.
Table (3-1) demonstrates the following points:

- German Measles cases were decreased this

year due to high vaccination coverage, in
addition to the completion the first phase
of the Comprehensive Vaccination Cov-
erage Program for students in interme-
diate and secondary schools by (MMR)
vaccine.

- No case of poliomyelitis has been recorded

in this year.
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- The immunization coverage rate of the
complete three doses of DPT and oral po-

liomyelitis vaccine was 98.3% in 2015.

@) 2-Epidemiological Analysis
A- Geographical Distribution:-
Table (3-2) showed that there was geographi-
cal variation concerning some notified diseases:
Riyadh : Reported the highest per cent-
(Others

meningococcal,pneumococcal, or H. in

age of Meningitis than
fluenze related meningitits) (95 cases,
55.6% of all cases).

Eastern Region: This region notified the
largest number of Chicken box (1337
cases, 22.4%)

Qassim: This region notified the larg-
est number of Brucellosis (669 cases,
20.7%).

Jeddah: Reported the highest number of
tetanus (other types) 90.9% of all cases.
Also this province notified the largest
number of Dengue fever (3161 cases,
73.3% of all cases) .

Najran: Notified the largest number of
Khurma fever (47 cases, 78.3% of all

cses)

B- Seasonal variation:-

Table 3-2 shows that there was no seasonal
variation in the incidence of most communica-
ble diseases except Chicken box infection which
showed a peak in April. Also, Dengue fever

showed an increase during April, May and June.
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C- Distribution of cases according to dif-
ferent age groups:-

Table (3-4) demonstrates the distribution of
cases according to different age groups. The
most characteristic features are:

Measles: 63 % of cases occurred among
age group < 5 years . The Kingdom is
implementing a comprehensive program
to eradicate measles through MMR vac-
cination of the students at intermedi-
ate and secondary school levels (above
14 years) . The incidence of the disease
decreased due to implementation of the
second phase of the Comprehensive Vac-
cination campaign against measles, Ger-
man measles and mumps.

Malta fever ( Brucellosis ): 88.7% of cases
occurred among the age group >15 years
as many adults are working in close con-
tact with animals

Dengue fever: 75.2% of cases occurred
among the age group 15-<45 years fol-
lowedby 18.5% inthe age group>45 years.

D- Distribution of cases of communica-
ble diseases according to nationality:

Table (3-5) shows that the incidence of the
communicable diseases is more or less the
same among Saudi and non Saudi except for
the following diseases as the rates among the
Saudi are higher than those among non Saudi:

Chicken pox: The incidence among Sau-

di was 21.72/100,000 while it reached
13.39/100,000 among Non-Saudi. This

145
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difference may be due to the fact that
most of the non-Saudi living in the King-
dom are at adult age.

Hepatitis B: The incidence among Saudi was
12.93/100,000 while it was 7.26/100,000
among Non-Saudi. This difference may
be due to pre-employment medical
checkup of expatriates .

Diseases that are of higher rates among

non- Saudi as compared to Saudi included:

Malta Fever( Brucellosis ): The incidence
rate among Saudi was 8.44/100,000 while
it was 13.95/100,000 among Non-Saudi
and this difference is due to the fact that
some of the Non-Saudi work as Sheph-
ards responsible of animal breeding .

Dengue fever: The incidence among Non-
Saudi is 11.9/100,000 while reached
6/100,000 among Saudi.

) 3- Chest Diseases:

The total number of new cases of pulmonary
tuberculosis in 2015 was 2505 with an overall
incidence rate of 7.95 cases/ 100,000 popula-
tion , this reflects minimal increase compared
to the figure reported in the previous year. It is
important to point to the improvement in case
reporting and notification as well as health ed-
ucation programs including the World Day of
TB. Total cases of non-pulmonary tuberculosis
reached 841 with an overall incidence rate of

2.67/100,000 of the population .

Table (7-3) demonstrates the following:

1- Distribution of the cases according to
nationality and sex:-

- Saudis constituted 44% of reported TB cas-

es in comparison to 56% for Non-Saudis .

- 68% of cases were reported among males

in comparison to 32% among females.

- The highest percentage of infection was re-
ported among:
- Non Saudi males 37% of newly re-
ported cases , then followed by:
- Saudi males: 32%, then

- Non Saudi females: 19%, then
- Saudi females 12%.

2- Distribution of the cases according to
different age groups:

The highest percentage of pulmonary TB
cases were discovered among the age group of
15-<45 years (71%) followed by the cases in
the age group > 45 years (24%).

3- Distribution of the cases according to

different health regions:

The highest incidence rate was reported from
Jeddah province (16.4/100,000 of the popula-
tion ) followed by Jazan Region (11.47/100,000)
, then Makkah Region 8.87% of total cases.

Taif and Bishah Provinces reported the

lowest incidence rates (2.95/100,000) and

1 47 (2.58/100,000) respectively.
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Epidemiological aspect of extra- pulmo-
nary TB.

The total number of reported cases of extra-
pulmonary TB in 2015 was 841 corresponding
J population, in comparison to 2.62/100,000
in 2014, this constitutes an increase of
0.05/100,000 population.

Table (3-8) shows the following:

1- Distribution of the cases according to

nationality and sex:-

- Saudis contributed to 49% of the reported

comparison to 51% for the Non Saudis.

- Females constituted 33% of cases, in com-

parison to 67% for males.

- The percentage for Non Saudi males was
37% of the total number of cases , fol-
lowed by that for Saudi males 30%, then
Saudi females 19% and lastly the Non
Saudi females 14%.

2- Distribution of the cases according to

different age groups:

- The highest percentage of cases were re-
ported among the age group 15-<45 years
which constituted 67% of all cases, fol-
lowed by the percentage of cases among
the age group of >45 years was 27%.

3- Distribution of the cases according to

different geographical regions:

- The highest incidence rate was reported
from Jeddah Province (5.21/100,000
population) ,followed by Jazan Region
with an incidence rate of (3.95/100,000)
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,then Riyadh Region (3.11/100,000). No
case was recorded in Qurayyat province.

Epidemiological aspect of leprosy.

Table (3-9) shows the following:

- There was a marked decrease in the report-
ed cases of leprosy. The incidence rate
was 3.27/100,000 in 1984 while that of
2014 decreased to 0.02/100,000. No case
was recorded in 2015G.

- In 2014H., The highest percentage 57.1.0%
of cases were reported from Jeddah Prov-
ince.

@) 4- Malaria

Environmental conditions play an important
role in malaria distribution. They affect mos-
quito species, life cycle , and density of mos-
quitoes . These effects also extend to the life
span of the plasmodium inside the mosquitoes.

The epidemiological aspect of malaria varies

from one region in the Kingdom to another and
even from one place to another in the same re-
gion. This difference is related to the variation
in the environmental conditions caused by the
vast area of the Kingdom. The epidemiological
aspect varies also in the same place, from one
year to another, and it is affected by the control
measures taken against malaria as well.

1- Malaria Combat in the Kingdom:

Anti-malaria measures started in 1948. Ma-

laria transmission was stopped in the northern
and eastern regions. It was stopped also in large
spaces in the western regions specially in big
cities.

Malaria is endemic in Tohama coastal area
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and Jazan Region as the control program was
recently applied in these regions. The control
program faced some obstacles in these regions
in the past due to absence of paved roads to
these regions, communication methods and
also lack of trained manpower.

In the year 2015 (55%) of positive malaria
cases were caused by Plasmodium falciparum.
The main vector was Anopheles arabinsis.

1- Epidemiological aspects:

Table (3-10) shows the following:

- 2620 positive malaria cases have been re-

ported in this year.

- The highest number of positive cases 38 %
have been reported in Jazan, followed by
Eastern Region (Dammam) 16%.

- No Case has been reported from Bishah
Province.

- 55% of positive malaria cases were due to
Plasmodium falciparum (causing malig-
nant malaria). 44% of positive cases were
infected by Plasmodium vivax & Plas-
modium ovale (Benign tertiary malaria)
, while 0.38% of positive cases were in-
fected by Plasmodium malariae (Quartan
benign malaria ).

2- Distribution of cases of malaria accord-
